Requirements for Good Teaching

Part of the basic philosophy of teaching is an understanding of what good teaching requires.  All teachers will 

vary in their abilities to God, but the goal is for every teacher to seriously consider what they are doing while 

in the classroom.  I would like to suggest four key points that bring to light the requirements of good teaching. 

 

#1) Knowledge.  One of the biggest problems that most teachers will face is that they 

do not know their subject.  While I am not against ordering pre-arranged curriculum 

from brotherhood bookstores I do expect teachers to understand their lessons.  A 

teacher must know whatever subject or section of scripture he/she is going to teach.  

One must be able to take the subject and then piece it together with the entire scheme 

of redemption understanding God’s entire plan for man.  Can a person appreciate God 

and His wisdom, or understand His ways, without seeing the whole plan of God?  A 

teacher needs to know weeks in advance what he is to teach.  A teacher who waits to 

study and to prepare until a week or so before has begun too late.  Determine to have 

something worthwhile to teach each time you enter into the classroom!  You and your 

students will be blessed! 

 

#2) Faithfulness.  The apostle Paul said, “Be ye followers of me, even as I also am of Christ” (I Corinthians 

11:1).  Faithfulness is a fundamental requirement of a teacher.  Teachers, you are an example!  Part of the 

power of Jesus’ teaching was that He both did and taught (Acts 1:1).  He condemned the Pharisees and scribes 

because they said one thing but their actions proved otherwise (Matthew 23:2-3).  Therefore draw close to 

God and He will draw close to you (James 4:8)! 

 

#3) Wisdom.  Wisdom is one of Jesus’ greatest assets.  Jesus excelled because of His mastery of His subject 

and His knowledge of people.  Teachers need wisdom to help in engaging the lessons to the students and do it 

at their level.  Know the truth and have the lessons broken down in their terms.  Upon my reflection, I can re-

member sitting in a restaurant eating with my wife and as we were waiting on our meal I glanced over at a 

family from a nearby table.  The father was chopping up his child’s chicken fingers so he could chew the food.  

That observation portrayed to me the need to understand that I can’t expect a student to digest an entire meal 

without my help!  I may have to strategically break down the food so he/she can eat it.  A teacher must have 

wisdom to bring themselves down to their student’s level so they can grow (I Corinthians 9:22). 

 

#4) Reverence.  Let me share a true story.  A particular Bible class was studying about Joseph.  A student 

commented that Joseph was a wimp because he cried when he saw his brother Benjamin.  From my perspec-

tive, that student didn’t understand the life of Joseph.  He was betrayed by members of his family and sold 

into slavery.  That student may think differently if he would have experienced a similar circumstance.  Joseph 

sees his brothers again and realized that God’s hand was involved.  There are more and more cases today of 

brethren who do not hesitate to take on Moses, David, Paul, or even God.  They may say, “Well, I do not 

know why God did that.  It seems awfully cruel to me!”  I read a statement once that said, “Do not criticize 

God unto you know all that God knows.”  One of the greatest ways we can show our reverence is to make sure 

that, in teaching any passage, we make the point God intended.   

 

If you are asked to teach a class, count it as the greatest privilege and responsibility you have ever been given.  

Your labor in the Lord is not vain (I Corinthians 15:58)!  Plan to spend time preparing to do your best, be-

cause it is the greatest task on earth.  You may someday see someone enter heaven because of something you 

said or did!
